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QUIETLY GENEROUS

George Eastman, the man who brought
photography to the masses and invented mo-
tion picture film, chose to give much of his
money — about $2 billion in today’s market
— to causes that made life better for the peo-
ple of Rochester.

Despite dropping out of school at age 14 to
help support his family, the founder of East-
man Kodak became a hometown hero who left
numerous local legacies, including the East-
man School of Music, the Rochester Philhar-
monic Orchestra, and Rochester Dental Dis-
pensary, which provided free dental care to
children and adults in the early 1900s. His pri-
mary benefactor was the University of Roches-
ter, which received about half of his fortune.

The industrialist supported charities and
organizations based on their long-term impact
